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The scholarship of teaching and learning (SoTL)
involves the rigorous examination and investigation
of higher education teaching and learning; that is,
SoTL uses a researtlased, scientific and scholarly
lens to examine questions in higher education
pedagogy, making the results public for examination
and critique. The Scholarship of Teaching and
Learning Award is designed to recognize those
faculty members who have dedicdtdhemselves to
the pursuit of scholarship addressing the realm of
higher education teaching and learning.

This rigorous and systematic examination,
investigation, and pursuit of scholarship addressing
teaching and learning may OlookO different across
different domains (e.g., engineering, music,
chemistry, dance, philosophy). The Scholarship of
Teaching and Learning Award is sensitive to this
variation and faculty members from all domains are
encouraged to submit nominations.

The Scholarship of Teaclgrand Learning Award

will be given to a maximum of two individuals per
year. Award winners will receive a $500 prize and a
plaque.

Eligibility
All Virginia Tech instructional and research faculty
(full and parttime) and graduate students are eligible

for the Scholarship of Teaching and Learning Award.

¥  Supporting Materials: The supporting
materials could include peeeviewed
publications (no more than two), conference
presentations/papers (no more than two),
and/or publicly available representations,
resources, reports or presentations (e.g.,
artigic expressions, webased resources,
project report, keynote addresses). If
supporting materials include digital artifacts,
nominees may include URLSs or copies of
materials on CDs/DVDs, or other relevant
media.Please sbhmit no more than three
pieces(e.g., publications, presentations,
videos, web sites, etc.) of supporting
materials.
